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CREDIT NOTES

Before production begins on your credit sequences submit your credit list EXACTLY as it will appear in your film delineating your opening and closing credit sequence and estimated timing for title cards and crawls. Keep in mind the following:
1. SPELLING!!!! Check, double-check and triple check names – actors, crew, suppliers and faculty.  Just before the credits are produced, have another person review one final time to make sure that all names are spelt correctly.

2. Names – make sure everyone is credited with the name they use for “the business.”  For example, one year Angie Bailey was listed several different ways in the same film – as Angie Bailey, Ange Bailey and Angelica Bailey.  Make sure everyone is credited with the name they will use for their career!
3. SUPPLIERS & LOGOS:  Use logos for support – Actra and Suppliers like Dazmo Camera, LES, Ontario Camera, William F. White, etc.
4. Don’t forget to thank suppliers – from Pre to Post! This can also be included in the “Thank You” credit scroll with their logos.
5. NO PERSONAL COMPANIES! These films are produced at Humber College and paid for by student lab fees, therefore you cannot add your personal company logo, whether they are incorporated or not. 
6. If your production used ACTRA actors – you are contractually obligated to include the following credit with the ACTRA logo:

“The producers acknowledge the cooperation of ACTRA Toronto Performers in the production of this film.” (include ACTRA Toronto logo. Use this statement in our ACTRA Credit, omitting quotation marks.)
7. All films produced in the Film & Television Production Program in the 2023/2024 academic year CLOSE with the following credit:

This is the last credit in your film. It scrolls onto the screen at the end of your crawl, holds for :02 and fades to black in :02.  Not including this closing credit, as noted above, may jeopardize your ability to screen at semester or year-end screening events.  ONLY USE the “Humber” logo available in jpg & eps format @ https://humber.ca/brand/logo-artwork.
8. TIMING:  Nothing screams “student film” more than unusually long credits, or a credit sequence that seems longer than the actual film.  However you accomplish it, make sure your total credit sequence, opening and closing, comes in somewhere between 1:00 – 1:20 in total running time.

9. Please refer to the template provided and use this format when submitting your written credits for review and sign off.  Please email your professor a Editable version of the filled out template, denoting what credits will be single title cards, versus credits in your crawl, with timing estimates per the template.  Once the final version of the credit sequence is approved, in writing, please post the final approved version on Basecamp in a PDF for the entire crew to use/reference when building your title sequence.
10. The final approval step before output, must be in writing from your VFX Prof or IP prof.

When a credit is given a “single title card” this should be noted and numbered.  All credits not included in a single title card are included in your crawl. How your crew structures your credit sequence is at your discretion. You can front load, back load, include the film name only at opening – the options are endless.  Below is a template for you to follow
